
  

  

In the summer Costa Rica program, you spend two 

weeks studying Spanish at the Instituto de Cultura 

y Lengua Costarricense, in Alajuela. Earn 4 credits 

of college Spanish at your level of proficiency! 

Earn 4 credits in field biology (BI 103, General 

Biology III w/Lab). This biology course,       

designed for non-science majors, is open to all 

students with an interest in learning more 

about three distinct ecosystems of the tropics.  

Program fee of $3500 includes airfare, lodging, 

most meals, private bus between study sites, 

insurance, and entrance fees.  8 credits tuition 

is extra, to be paid to PCC.
