Itinerary:  
 

Depart from Portland mid July and arrive in 

Leon- Guanajuato airport, 24 miles from  

downtown.   

Private bus will take you to the school, 

where host families will meet you and take 

you home to rest and visit.  

The Spanish placement tests and classes be-

gin Monday and classes continue through Fri-

day with optional field trips. 

Homestay check-out two weeks later, and 

the private bus will drop you at the airport 

for a departure to arrive in Portland.

Optional weekend excursions may also 

be made via local transportation or tour guides, 

such as the Silver Mine or Dolores  

Hidalgo, the town that began the Mexican revo-

lution against Spain, also well known for its 

popular Talavera ceramic pottery. 

There is no better way to practice Spanish skills 

and learn Mexican culture.  Home stay families 

are experienced in hosting North American stu-

dents and will care for you.  They will also speak 

Spanish with you and maintain a friendly atmos-

phere that fosters serious study and cultural in-

volvement.  Some homes may have wireless 

internet, but most do not. 

About Guanajuato, Mexico  
 

One of the most beautiful colonial cities of 

Mexico, Guanajuato was declared a 

UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1988 for its 

cultural and historical significance. With a 

population of 120,000 residents, Guanajuato 

boasts a variety of cultural activities: the 

Cervantes museum, the state historical mu-

seum, and the Diego Rivera House contain-

ing early drawings and paintings.
