The Annual Math, Science & Technology Conference for Middle School Girls was established to encourage middle school girls to aspire to high achievement by having successful female role models present information and hands-on activities

related to their careers.
HISTORY

The first Conference for Middle School Girls was held in 1996, on the Portland Community College Rock Creek campus, based on sketchy records, and was organized by the preceding group of the present PAVTEC Gender Equity Team.  Since that time, the conference has been held yearly, fluctuating in size but equaling a record 18 schools last year. 

Initially, the funding for the conference was provided by separate grants from the federal Carl Perkins Act, although the bulk of that was eliminated by 2001. Since that time, the conference has been supported by grants from the Oregon Department of Education Office of Professional Technical Education and the PAVTEC Education Consortium.  NIKE, Inc. was a cosponsor in 2002 and Intel has committed support for 2004.
