INTERVIEW AND SELECTION PROCESS:
The EMT-Paramedic Program is limited to 24 students; alternates will be selected.
The selection process is very competitive; therefore, all materials submitted must be complete and accurate.

Oral interviews will be offered only to selected qualified applicants. The interview and offer process is anticipated
to be completed by mid-June.

Prior to beginning the EMT 200-level course of study, the following college-level CORE requirements OR their
equivalents must be completed with a “‘C’ grade or higher. Exceptions may be granted at the discretion of the EMS
