College level writing and

math are strongly recommended.

OIT requires demonstration of readiness for college level mathematics and writing; for example, by completion of the equivalent of Math

95 Intermediate Algebra (or higher) and WR 115 Introduction to Writing (or higher) with grades of C or above. Applicants who do not

have an Associate’s or a Bachelor’s degree must have at least 33 college level credits that are not in Physical Education. If more than 10

percent of an applicant’s credits are in Physical Education, credits beyond the 10 percent threshold will not be counted toward meeting

GPA requirements.

e All OUS institutions require two years of same high school-level second language with a grade of C- or above, or two terms of a
college-level second language with a grade of C- or above, or acceptable performance on proficiency-assessment options.
