Each group must include (1) at least
two courses with the same subject code and (2) at least one course with a different subject code. No more than three courses
with the same subject code may be used to fulfill the 45 credit requirement. Only one course from the student’s major
may be used to satisfy group requirements.

OR

Bachelor of Architecture, Education, Interior Architecture, Landscape Architecture, or Music

Students must complete a minimum of 36 credits - 12 credits in approved group satisfying courses in each of three general
education groups: Arts and Letters, Social Science, and Science. Each group must include at least two courses with
different subject codes. Two groups must each include at least two courses with the same subject code. No more than three
courses with the same subject code may be used to fulfill the total 36 credit requirements. Only one course from the
student’s major may be used to satisfy group requirements.
