Approved Recommendation (EAC Meeting, 5/20/09):

The Honors Program Taskforce recommends for approval an honors pilot program for the 2010-2011 Academic Year. Below are the guidelines endorsed by the EAC:
The Honors Program at Portland Community College

Pilot Program 2010-2011

Eight standalone classes bearing Honors designation will be offered throughout the year

Four campuses will be represented – two classes each

Gen Ed High Enrollment Courses open to all students during the pilot

Pilot faculty will educate students about the program

Faculty will be solicited initially.  We will do a call to the college for faculty participation as we proceed.

Faculty currently very interested in teaching a pilot course:  

Alexie McNerthney – Biology at Sylvania

Karen Radakovich – Chemistry at Rock Creek

Pilot faculty will report to their SACs to share their experiences Spring 2011

The first Intro Course (2 credits) will be offered Spring 2011 (several completed “cohorts” and two concurrent cohorts will be available)

Possibly only one section district-wide

The intro will likely focus on a theme each year.  But it will always include:

Sophisticated source evaluation (information literacy)

Modelling of intellectual/academic leadership in various fields

Negotiation of the post-secondary experience

Emphasis on Global Awareness

Application of Civic Engagement

Contract Courses become available Winter 2011
