1. Describe your classroom activity.
 

A)After each class, usually that same day, I email every student a synopsis of the day's work. This includes a vocabulary list, assignments, topics covered, slides viewed (this is an art history class), announcements, etc.
 

B)Again by email, I offer free tickets to the class, first come/first serve, to fine arts related events. E.g., passes to the museum, concert tickets, passes to the NW Film Society showings, Portland Arts & Lectures series, etc. These are donated by friends of mine who can't use them for some reason or come from my own museum memberships or concert subscriptions.
 

 

2. Why did you choose this particular activity?
 

A)It encourages those who missed the class to keep up with the work, or, if they've been thinking of dropping, perhaps lets them know they can still complete the course. For those who were in class that day, it serves as a review & may include information they missed.
 

B)The tickets may serve as a prize available to those who stay in the class. Students always snap them up immediately, & I love to see them attend events they would not normally go near, like a Portland Baroque Orchestra concert.
 

 

3. What are the activity outcomes?
 

A & B)Hard to measure either one, though last year at Cascade students asked where were the tickets when none appeared that quarter. (They knew from being in previous classes of mine that I occasionally gave out tickets or passes.) As far as the emails after each class meeting, I hope they have a positive effect on those who might fall behind otherwise.
