1. Describe your classroom activity. 

In CAS 208 – Beginning Photoshop for the Web, students are required to post weekly to the course Blog (web log) at http://sws.pcc.edu/instructor/lwetteng/blog/cas208/. 
2. Why did you choose this particular activity? 

A Blog is an exciting, visual and contemporary way for students to showcase their favorite work. In this course, it’s both an online art gallery and dynamic teaching tool.
Blogs are the latest craze on the web so I knew students would be interested in participating.
Although students are able to view all the projects of other students from the student web server, doing so requires a considerable amount of time. The Blog is much easier and faster to navigate.

Through their art in the Blog, a student’s personality is revealed. A community develops when each individual shares their favorite image and explains their process for creating it.
Students can communicate directly with each other outside of the classroom. In addition, I can communicate with them between classes easily.
3. What are the activity outcomes? 

The Blog facilitates sharing, learning, inspiration and appreciation for each other’s work.
A consequence of having their images posted to the Blog is that students are compelled to do well, and complete projects on time, since they know everyone in the course is watching.
The Blog supports teaching and learning—students ask and answer questions for each other instead of relying on the instructor. 
4. What were the intended activity outcomes? 

The Blog was intended to increase communication and participation by providing a forum for students outside of class. This in turn, has increased their connection to each other in the classroom.

To get familiar with each other quickly, students were required to post an introduction on the Blog during the first week of the course.
As part of their weekly projects students are required to post their favorite image from the week’s assignment. They describe what tools or effects were used and share something new that they particularly like. By doing this, they learn from each other.
