1. Describe your classroom activity. 

Students in my Writing 90 classes have to write essays each term.  This year I decide to make one of the essay assignments a scholarship essay in which the student writes a one-page essay about himself or herself, focusing on growth experiences and career aspirations.  This essay can later be used when the student applies for a scholarship.

2. Why did you choose this particular activity? 

Composing an essay for a scholarship application is a daunting task for most students and even discourages many from applying.  With the completion of this essay assignment (revisions and corrections), the student will now have an essay which can later be ‘tweaked’ to fit particular scholarship application requirements.
3. What are the activity outcomes? 

The outcome is that the student finishes the course with a useful composition which connects the PCC writing class to his/her life beyond the classroom.  This effort (and completed essay) may possibly make a difference in his/her academic success (and retention).  Meanwhile, writing the essay has given each student time to reflect on his/her reasons for college as well as future career goals.
4. What were the intended activity outcomes? 

The intended outcome is to connect between the writing course and life.
