1. Describe your classroom activity. 

Students are required to identify shapes and use appropriate formulas for finding perimeter, area and volume of common regular and irregular geometric figures before doing their homework.  The class activity provides a model for homework by which they can reinforce what they have learned in class.  
2. Why did you choose this particular activity? 

Many students in our program have the ability but not the study and learning skills required to be successful college students.  This activity leaves no choice regarding identifying appropriate figures and then writing down and using formulas for those figures.  This increases accuracy immensely while developing good student habits.  Students are thus prepared to do college-quality homework.
3. What are the activity outcomes? 

Students gain confidence in their ability to use formulas for perimeter, area and volume and thus gain confidence in their Mathematical abilities.  Students realize the value of writing down the formulas and inserting appropriate values when they have successful outcomes.
4. What were the intended activity outcomes? 

Students will be able to identify common regular geometric figures.

Students will be able to find the perimeter of regular geometric figures by using formulas for regular figures.  

Students will be able to find the perimeter of irregular geometric figures.

Students will be able find the area of regular geometric figures using formulas for said figures and also be able to find areas of irregular figures.

Students will be able to find the volume of geometric figures using the formulas provided.
