1. Describe your classroom activity. 

I teach BA 205, Communication in Business with Technology. By third week of the term, students have read a chapter in regard to multi-cultural communication and they have been instructed in using PowerPoint (PP). The assignment is to create a PowerPoint presentation on typical business communication and procedures in another country. 

The actual classroom activities goes as follows:

· Students open their PP file and have it ready and displayed on the computer screen.

· Each students is given a paper with the following questions:

a. Whose PP presentation did you particularly like and why?

b. What new PP feature did you learn?

c. What was one thing that surprised you about another culture’s business processes?

· Students then play musical-chairs, so to speak, and mill around the lab viewing other students’ PP files. 

· Each student views a minimum of five other students’ PP presentations.

· After everyone has returned to their own computer, I go around the room asking for their answers to the three questions above.

2. Why did you choose this particular activity? 

My students give a presentation in front of the class later in the term, therefore, I wanted them to share this early presentation in a different way. This offers students a chance to get up out of their seats (which is important, in my opinion), see others’ work, and offer their work for others to see in a fairly non-threatening way.

3. What are the activity outcomes? 

This activity does the following:

· allows student to meet one another through their work

· lets students view other ways of creating the same assignment

· shows students new PP features

· allows students to give and receive positive feedback about their work and the research they’ve done

4. What were the intended activity outcomes? 

Since I do a few icebreakers earlier in the term, by the time this activity comes, students a just a little more comfortable with one another and appear to be comfortable sharing their work with each other. I think sharing students work with one another is more appropriate after the third or fourth week of the term.

The outcomes from #3 were met since those were the intentions of the assignment.
