1. Describe your classroom activity. 

While viewing video tapes the students are required to write answers to questions they are given at the beginning of class. The answers are specific to the video demonstrations and can only be found by watching the video. The answers must be turned in at the end of the class period for credit.
2. Why did you choose this particular activity? 

I show about 3 videos per term. I asked questions on quizzes and exams from the video tapes but never felt like the students knew what information was most important for them to understand. They had difficulty in taking the correct information down that I wanted them to gain from watching the video.
This allows them know what the most important information of the video is and to stay awake while viewing! It has worked very well!

3. What are the activity outcomes? 

Students listen and watch for the information most pertinent to the subject we are studying and of course to answer the questions they have been given. They seem to understand and retain the information better than when they took their own notes.
