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Honor Roll Standards 

 
 
Portland Community College shall recognize academic excellence based on Grade Point Average 
(GPA*). Honors shall be awarded at the end of each term and upon completion of a degree or a 
certificate. 

Term Honors are awarded at the end of each term. To be eligible, a student must have earned at 
least six credits graded A – F in the term. The following Term Honors shall be awarded: 

Honor’s List  3.25 - 3.49 GPA 

Dean’s List  3.50 - 3.74 GPA 

President’s List  3.75 - 4.00 GPA 

Highest Honors are awarded upon completion of a degree or certificate to each student who has 
earned a cumulative GPA of 3.75 or higher. All transcripted degrees and certificates are eligible 
for Highest Honors.
