Yes to College HSD students begin the program as part of a
learning community (1 term/11-12 weeks)

This learning community is made up of other new Yes to
College HSD students, Yes to College instructors, and your
Coach.

The focus is to help students build the necessary skills and
habits to find greater success when they transition to 4
comprehensive PCC courses.

Students typically take 3 classes during this first term: ‘ .

m District - Needs based resources to fit your situation
o Teaching - Yes Coaches are PCC instructors and teach one of your classés d g
your first term. In this way they get to know students in the classroom setting.
This is vital to enhancing their individualized advising approach.

=or1eceHoD- Timeline to Completion?

® Yes to College HSD is an individualized program for each student.

Graduation timeline is dependent upon a student’s skill levels and
credit standing at entry.

*We do a full transcript evaluation and forecast for each eligible applicant to give you a
specific answer given your situation.

® On average Yes students earn 9 or more high school credits per
academic Year (they are also earning college credit!).

¢
® Example of how credit accumulation works: 1 term/12 weeks
o RD/WR - Reading or Writing *1.0 HS credits/4.0 college credits

o MTH - Mathematics *0.5-1.0 HS credits/4.0 college credits 4

o CG- College Guidance and Success *1.0 HS credits/3.0 collegefcredi

*We will go over this a bit further with each applicant to explain in detail how many college
credits the student is anticipated to earn based on their individual circumstances.



YESO HSD- Scholarship

COLLEGE

Yes to College-HSD is a scholarship based program with specific

eligibility criteria.

To enroll a student must be eligible, complete the application process

by the deadline, and have their application accepted.

All applicants must meet eligibility criteria in order to apply.

Unfortunately, students who are not eligible may not enroll and pay

costs absent of a scholarship award.

The Yes scholarship covers the full cost of tuition ($1,500+ per term) and p

books ($300+ per term), and even student fees (about $100 per term)

o Other costs to consider: school supplies, fees if books are not returned,

transportation (Trimet*/parking). *Some school districts cover Trimet cost’ p

Attendance is key to your success in college, but it is also a key
reguirement for Yes to College HSD students.

As a Yes to College HSD student, you will be in class less than in a
traditional high school setting.

Since you have |ess class time, it is that much more important that A

you are in class. (Studies show college students with better attendance have
better grades!)

Consequences for absences are lower or failing grades. You can also
be dropped from the program and lose your scholarship if you are
’ 4

not meeting attendance expectations.
Communicate with your instructors and Coach anytime that you m
be absent or late.

=orrece HOD- Expectations, Homework

® As with attendance, homework completion is key to your
success in college. Success in your coursework is a
requirement of continued enrollment with Yes to College HSD:

e While you are in class less than in high school, you still have
coursework/homework to complete outside of class.

e Yesto College HSD/PCC students should expect about 2-3
hours of homework per day.

Y ES® HSD- Homework Resources
COLLEGE

® Yes to College HSD has developed several resources to help our students
find success with regular homework completion:

o Class Schedule - being in class much less lends more time for other
student priorities, including homework.

o Tutoring - PCC tutoring, Yes to College HSD specific tutors, peer study <
groups, online tutoring, etc.

o Academic Learning Center (ALC) - Yes to College HSD provides additional
time and connection with your college instructors via weekly ALC sessions. ¢

o Develop a plan ASAP - when/where to do HW, how to stay motivated,
what resources are needed and how to access them.

o Schedule your homework - we suggest building homework time into y’ 4
daily/weekly schedule. If you plan for it, you will have time for it!

o Ask vour Coach! - If you are struggling with homework completion,
coursework, or anything else - PLEASE! talk to your Coach!

e PCCis an Adult Learning Environment

® As a Yes to College HSD student, you are a PCC student and
expected to follow the student code of conduct.

® The Adult Learning Environment is very different (oftenin a
positive way) when compared to high school:
o Drama-free + mature students/behavior = a completely different

school culture ¢
o Resources and high level of support + motivated and actively

engaged student = powerful outcomes (HS completion/college
career goals) \

o Students are treated as adults and expected to act as such.

cortegeoD- Adult Learning Environment

e Consider putting your parent(s)/guardian(s) on your consent to release
confidential information (completed after you’ve been admitted to PCC).

e FERPA Law

o Federal law which protects information about students.

o Student information (grades, attendance, enrollment status, fee amount, etc.)
is not accessible by anyone other than the student unless the student gives
written consent (via MyPCC account).

o This applies regardless of the student’s age and the student may change <
consent status at any time.

o Even with consent, this is a student centered college program and our
focus will be communicating with the student. There is no attendance
hotline (no robocalls about attendance), no report cards in the mail (grades

communicated to student via official PCC means), etc.

o Mature and motivated
o Ready for the adult learning environment of PCC - make good choices, be on
time, complete coursework/homework regularly, demonstrate mature f
behavior, etc.
o  Willing and able to communicate with their Coach and instructors
o  Willing and able to ask for help when needed and make use of resources
o Inneed of alternative placement - have experienced barriers to success
and/or traditional high school is not a good option at this time.
